
Whitsundays’
ultimate
address

From the moment you drive through the stately stone entrance,
you realise that Botanica Waterfront (off Paluma Road,
Cannonvale) is a residential estate like no other.

A sweeping avenue of statuesque triangle palms meanders
around hillsides and over creeks and finally leads to a
breathtaking panorama of the Whitsunday coast and islands.

“With sea eagles soaring above you and turtles wading
in the bay below, you could be a million miles from the
hustle and bustle of booming Airlie Beach and yet it’s only
eight minutes away by car,” says Janet Hogan of Botanica
Developments Pty Ltd.

With just two absolute waterside lots currently for sale, the
near completion of the Botanica Waterfront land subdivision
is the final chapter in a project that began 10 years ago.

Until the early 1990s, the lives of Janet and her partner Ralph
had been punctuated with Sydney based businesses, including
owning the high profile advertising agency Oddfellows and running
the much acclaimed Cigales restaurant and Cactus Café.

“I guess it was only a matter of time before our love of the
Queensland tropics would permanently lure us to the then
largely undiscovered Whitsundays,” says Janet, who by the age
of 19 had been a disc jockey, Dolly magazine cover girl and
actress starring in the feature film Goodbye Paradise.

“Botanica Waterfront, however, is by far the
most satisfying project I’ve ever been
involved with. It’s also the culmination of
Ralph’s fascination with weird and wonderful
plants and his passion for creating
magical environments.

“Perhaps what’s most rewarding is realising
there are so many other people who, like us,
love the privacy and beauty of this special place
and seeing them come together as a community
of like-minded souls.”

As Janet Hogan points out, natural seafrontages
this large (approximately 2000 square metres
of gently sloping land with a front boundary
of just 5 metres from the high water mark)
simply do not exist anywhere else in the
Whitsundays and due to recent coastal
development legislation will never again
become available.
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Botanica Waterfront developers Janet and
Ralph Hogan have completed one of the single
biggest landscaping exercises undertaken in
the Whitsundays. More than 200 mature triangle
palms, each 4 metres tall and weighing close
on a tonne, have been planted along the newly-
sealed 1.5 kilometre Botanica Drive off Paluma

Road, Cannonvale, creating a spectacular
entrance statement. “The palms were
painstakingly dug out at a nursery near Mackay
and loaded 12 at a time onto a constant relay
of trucks for the hour-long journey to Airlie,”
says Janet. “We believe it’s the biggest avenue
of these spectacular palms in Australia.”
